e Have less than 16 years total commissioned service upon the first
day of SAASS class

e Be selected from among all qualified volunteers by an ANG
recommendation panel

e Complete the “SAASS Application for Admission Academic Year
2011-2012”, which includes a two-four page essay that will be used
to determine the applicant’s writing ability.

e Waivers to any of these requirements may be requested and
will be considered.
