2. Position Description

- Represents the Director, ANG, on all plans and operations relative to Personal Recovery/Special Mission areas
to include military free-fall parachuting, combat SCUBA diving, and high-altitude mountain rescue climbing.
Represents ANG enlisted issues at senior-level planning meetings and conferences with Air Staff, MAJCOMs,
Other Government Agencies (OGA), State leadership, ANG units, and civilian organizations.

- Chief Enlisted Functional Manager for Search and Rescue operations at the ANG Crisis Action Team during
major catastrophic relief operations in support of Defense Support to Civil Authorities (DSCA) operations.
Coordinate with ANG leadership and with the states on prepositioning and moving rescue assets during
catastrophic incidents.

- Exercises administrative and technical supervision over one Senior non-commissioned officer. Responsible
for the quantity, quality, and timeliness of work; reviews, amends, and approves work products and approves
leave requests. Exercises personnel management responsibilities over subordinates. Sets program priorities,
assigns work based on priorities and evaluates performance of subordinates. Advises, counsels, mentors, and
instructs assigned employee. Responsible for the planning, programming, budgeting, and monitoring of the
operation of the Personal Recovery.

- Ensures program direction, adherence to guidance, and proper equipment utilization and modernization for
the Personnel Parachute Program IAW AFI 11-410.

- Ensures program direction, adherence to guidance, and proper equipment utilization and modernization for
the Combat SCUBA Diving Program IAW AFI 10-351 and NAVSEA guidance.

- Provides career field functional management for Pararescuemen and Combat Control career fields.

- Prepares background briefs, point papers and items of interest for NGB leadership pertaining to the functional
areas over which oversight is exercised.

- Provides acquisition oversight and input for new technology and equipment for the Personnel Recovery and
Special Operations mission areas.
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- Coordinates with ANG unit Chief Enlisted Managers to assist in solving problems created from compliance
with USAF, MAJCOM, or ANG policy.

- Coordinates with ANG Training, base Base Education and Training Managers (BETMSs), and Unit Training
Managers (UTMs) to forcast formal training requirements throughout the FYDP.

- Provides overall ANG management of the Battlefield Airman Management System (BAMS) providing initial
issue and replacment equipment for Combat Rescue Officers, Special Tactics Officers, Pararescuemen, and
Combat Controllers.

- Coordinates submission of Combat Rescue Officer, Special Tactics Officer, Pararescuemen, and Combat
Controller of the Year Awards between ANG and higher headquarters.

- Incumbent will maintain proficiency in military parachuting, SCUBA diving, and career field specific Tactics,
Techniques, and Procedures (TTPS).

- Knowledge of resource management and a background in other ANG missions or activities is desirable.
Should be knowledgeable in all areas of personnel recovery, parachute, diving, and special operations.

3. Application Reminders

If you are currently assigned to a Special Duty Identifier (SDI) as outlined in the Air Force Enlisted
Classification Directory (AFECD) it is your responsibility to submit an approved conditional release
memorandum with your application from your career field manager/functional area manager stating you have
fulfilled all obligations and will be released if selected for the position you are applying for.

4. About Statutory Tours

This is a fully funded Permanent Change of Station (PCS). Visit DFAS website for most current Basic
Allowance Housing (BAH) & Basic Allowance Substance (BAS) rates for the duty location listed on this
announcement.
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All Members assigned to the Statutory Tour program will remain affiliated their state/territory while serving on
Statutory Tour.

All field members to include AGR, Technicians & Drill Status Guardsmen must obtain State TAG approval
with application submittal. Members currently assigned to the Statutory Tour program must obtain current
director’s approval.

Statutory Tour members may be eligible for the Post 9/11 GI Bill if they serve on active duty Title 10 and/or
Title 32 502(f) AGR for 90 days or more, after 11 September 2001. Their eligibility percentage starts at 40% for
90 days to 5 months. It increases 10% every 6 months, maxing out at 100%.
Statutory Tour service time does not count toward reduced eligibility age for reserve retirement pay.

Further information regarding the Statutory Tour Program can be found in ANGI 36-6.
Application packages will be reviewed to ensure qualifications are met. Packages are reviewed within four
